DAR FUR RADIO PROJECT - Ali Emmanuel el-Shariff  fl ew twice to 
Sudan to launch this work with the Dar Fur people. He and I 
then fl ew to Uganda and brought the 2 Fur fl edgling producers 
there to train them in radio production. “You’ve made history!” 
I told Dan Klaue when he had completed the fi rst CD. I was 
holding in my hand the fi rst ever program in any media in the 
Fur language.

MIDDLE EAST LEADERSHIP - In Egypt in August we partnered in 
organizing a fi rst-time-ever Arabic leadership consultation: 
about 180 selected leaders of diff erent denominations from 7 

countries joined FLN and MBMSI to plan future steps. 
Th ere was no text book to follow. Till now, we have 
dealt with 1000s of TV viewers coming to an Arabic 
follow-up web site. Many eventually choose Christianity 
and are discipled by correspondence. Stay tuned - we are 
working toward a more on-the-ground involvement.
